· It provides a voice for the voluntary and community sector at all levels of Bradford’s Children’s Trust body – The Children & Young People’s Partnership

· Youth Sector Training Fund offering £300 for staff or volunteers of groups registered with the network to use for youth related training or seminars to enhance youth work skills and address health & safety and safeguarding issues related to delivery of youth provision.
